The intent of the Greening Partnership Action Fund is to provide funding support for local municipalities, community groups, landowners and conservation partners to enhance and rehabilitate natural areas creating a vibrant and sustainable York Region. Funding from this program is also aimed to increase woodland cover to a minimum of 25% of the Region’s total land area by 2031, as outlined in the Official Plan.

· Miscellaneous (≤ 30%): Mulch, mulch mats, soil amendments, rodent/Tubex guards, gloves, volunteer refreshments
